The primary goal of this course is to improve student comprehension of families of functions with an emphasis on linear, quadratic, and absolute value functions by representing them in multiple ways – verbal descriptions, equations, tables, and graphs.  They will also learn to model real-world situations using functions in order to solve problems arising from those situations.

Late Work
Late OR Incomplete Daily Work- will be assigned to the ICU List and will receive a 10% grade deduction if turned in within 48 hours of the due date.  Anything turned in after 48 hours will be a maximum of 65%.  Once the assignment is no longer relevant to the chapter/unit being taught the student will receive the grade of their most recent attempt for the assignment.

Absences and Tardies

Follow school policy concerning tardies. 

Students returning from an absence (not a school activity) must pick up a make-up sheet in the high school office to bring to each of their teachers to document missing work.  Make up work will be made up in a timely manner, two days for a day missed and extended absences are up to teacher discretion.
Students attending a school activity will be required to get an advanced make up slip from the high school office signed by the teacher of each of the classes they will miss.  This slip will be turned into the activity advisor/coach prior to departing for their activity.  Students who fail to turn in their advanced make up slip prior to departing will have lunch detention the next school day.   
ICU policy

Daily work that is not to passing standard will be assigned to the ICU List, the student must make corrections and will earn the grade points made from the corrections.  Once the assignment is no longer relevant to the chapter/unit being taught the student will receive the grade of their most recent attempt for the assignment. 

 

Quizzes, tests, and other assessments that do not meet the minimum passing standard will be assigned to the ICU List.  Students will be required to complete a reteaching activity (that will occur in homeroom, tap, or before and after school) prior to their next attempt and a new version of the failed assessment.  Students will only get one chance to retake the assessment and will receive the average of the two scores.  A student who has passed the assessment and wishes to improve their grade must declare that intent with their teacher upon receiving their grade and follow the reteach and retake process but will not be placed on the ICU list.

Cheating Policy
